Lambeth Council have provided the following updates on concerns raised by Forum members about Stockwell Square:
· A No Entry sign to Square is not possible as it would have meant no vehicle access to the rear of Jack’s/Nat West which is required

· Traffic enforcement: first batch of Penalty Charge Notices have now been issued to motorists; the camera car has a periscope so even if it is sitting behind vehicles it will catch offenders
· The drainage issue is now reported by contractor as unblocked
· A new bus shelter is very likely to be installed, subject to final budget reconciliations
· SP has contacted the Safer Neighbourhoods Team about the issue of street drinkers

· Trees going in shortly

· Launch of the new Square is being held on Saturday 18th October at 2pm – lots of different entertainment including live Brazilian music, free tapas, a mechanical dragon and local heritage display
